WHEREAS, Section 131(d) of Titlé 23, United States Coce,
authorizes the Secretary of Transportation to enter into agree-
ment with the several states to determine the size, ligating, and
sbacing of signs, displays, and devices, consistent with custonary
use, which may be erectead and maintained within 650 feet of the
nearest edge of the vight of way within areas adjacent to the
Interstate and Fedsral-aid primary systews which are zoned indus-
trial or commercial under authority of state law or in unzoned
conmercial or indestrial areas, also to be deternined by agreewent;
